Any graduating high school senior (Catholic or Non-Catholic) who has been accepted by an accredited
college or university as a full-time student, shall be eligible to apply for a grant under this fund. Students
shall also be eligible if they are the child or grandchild of a member of this Council in good standing or
the child or grandchild of a deceased member of the Council who was in good standing at the time of his
death, regardless of residence.

SELECTION CRITERIA

Selection Criteria for Grants under this Memorial Scholarship’s Fund shall be judged on the basis of
academic excellence, and extra-curricular activities (School, Community, or Church.)

APPLICATION AND DOCUMENTATION

In order to be considered for a grant under this program, a graduating high school senior must:

1. Complete the prescribed application form. All questions must be answered fully.

2. Attach a certified transcript of his or her high school grades.

3. Include a copy of the letter of acceptance from the college or university, if available. If unavailable
at the time of application, a copy of the letter of acceptance will be necessary before receipt of an
award.

4. All such documentation must reach the Committee not later than the announced date for application.
